Period 4: 1800-1848
The New Republic struggled to define and extend democratic ideals in the face of rapid economic, territorial and democratic changes.

I. Americans sought to define their democratic ideals and reform institutions to match.


A.  A more participatory democracy led to debate



1. Federalists and Democrat Republicans (1790s) , Democrats vs Whigs (1830s) [how were they created/reformed to reflect or promote their agendas]



2. Supreme Court decisions assert federal power over state laws. (Judicial Review, McCullough v. Maryland, Worcester v. Georgia)

1. Textile mills, steam engines, interchangeable parts, canals, railroads, telegraph- how these extend markets and efficiency to production



2. Women in factories, shift from skill to unskilled labor and goods for distant markets


B. Specialization shaped settlement and economy (Southern Cotton)


1. Cotton= raw material for North factories




-developed national economic ties, international economy and slave trade.



2. American System attempted to unite the country




-market production linked North and Midwest leaving out the South



3. Exploit Natural Resources=free and forced migration (Indian Removal, Oregon Trek)




-Questions how to define/manage labor, boundaries, resources
